Notes

1. The times shown for each race are the times for the Start Signal. Allowance should be made for the
warning signal which will occur 5 minutes before the start.

2. The first seven races in the Junior, Saturday Improvement and Summer Saturday Pursuit series will be run
as three shorter races (approx 35 minutes for Junior and Improvement and exactly 40 minutes for the
Pursuit) so that all can be completed during the afternoon. Start times for the races will be:

14:00 Junior Series 15:00 Saturday Improvement 16:00 Summer Saturday Pursuit
The Junior Series is open to juniors aged 17 or less on 4 September.

3. The Novice, Summer Morning and Sunday Burgee series will be run as three shorter races (approx 35
minutes each for the Novice and Summer Morning and exactly 40 minutes for the Sunday Burgee) so that
all can be completed during the morning. Start times for the races will be (NOTE: Novice race is first):

10:00 Novice race 11:00 Summer Morning 12:00 Sunday Burgee
The Novice series is open to anyone with a Merlin Rocket handicap of 112 or greater (see the personal
handicap list for the equivalent handicap for other classes) and will be sailed using personal handicaps.
Newcomers to sailing - perhaps through the training programme - will be given a handicap according to the
boat sailed:

Merlin Rocket 114 Laser 120 Enterprise 125
Handicaps for other boats can be easily calculated.

4. The Novice ‘Endeavour’ Cup, run in the Autumn, is a one day event open to the same people as for the
Novice Series.

5. The Junior Champion Cup is a one day event open to juniors aged 17 or less on the day of the event — that
is: 4 September.

6. The Spring and Winter Class series are boat pursuit races. Class results for Merlin Rocket, Laser,
Enterprise and Solo will be extracted from the overall weekly results and trophies will be presented as

usual. The winner of the overall series will be presented with the Menagerie trophy.
